ut the country’s big, fat political ass on a diet. Lose that drooping deficit.

Slim those spreading entitlement programs. Firm up that flabby pair of

butt cheeks that are the Senate and the House. Having had a lot of fun
with what politicians do, P. J. O’Rourke now has a lot of fun with what we
should think about those politicians. Nothing good, to be sure.

Instead of starting with deep political thinkers of yore such as Hume, Locke,
and John Stuart Mill, in his new book, DON’T VOTE—It Just Encourages the
Bastards, O’Rourke starts with a party game of late-night giggle sessions in all-girls
boarding schools: “Kill, F@#%, Marry.” Pick three men—or, in O’Rourke’s
version, three political ideologies, i.e., Democrat, Republican, and Independent
(a.k.a. Confused). Then you choose which to terminate with extreme prejudice,
which to go for a roll in the hay, and which to settle down with permanently for a
boring life in the suburbs. This astute tool of political analysis works on the parts
of government as well as on the political thinking that led to those parts: kill the
Department of Education, screw Social Security, and marry the Armed Forces.
The same for political policies: screw the bailout, marry a balanced budget, and
kill health care reform before it kills you.

O’Rourke explores the basis of our democracy—the power, freedom, and
responsibility that are the “Kill, F@#%, Marry” of liberty and self-rule. O’Rourke
favors—reluctantly, he admits—responsibility. He goes on to examine the hilari-
ous irresponsibility of America’s political establishment on every issue, from the
woes of nation building to the woes of letting the same brilliant politicians
rebuild the American automobile industry. Why, he asks, was the health care
reform debate framed in terms of health insurance? (When your house is on fire,
do you call Allstate or 911?) What was the point of No Child Left Behind?
(What if they deserve to be left behind? What if they deserve a smack on the
behind? A national testing program to test whether kids are . . . what? Stupid?
I've got kids. Kids are stupid.)

Read P J. O’Rourke on the pathetic nature of politics and laugh through your
tears or—what the hell—just laugh.

musician professor Viktor Rosen, a Jew in exile from Germany. Three

Sitting alone in a cell Meret thought it could not be long
before her father came to collect her. But her father never
came. In the morning a guard awoke her at first light, and
feeling stiff, cold, and sleepless she was hustled into a
police van and driven off again.

Through the grill that separated her from the driver she
could see that they were crossing the entire central city to
reach the northern side. For a while she thought that they
might simply be taking her home. But the van turned
right toward the Danube canal and pulled up at the
Rossauerlinde Prison.

his spring, after congress passed sweeping legislation to reform our nation’s

health care system, the editorial board of The New York Times wrote: “just

as Social Security grew from a modest start in 1935 to become a bedrock
of the nation’s retirement system, this is a start on health care reform, not the
end. . ..

Health care in America, which has come so far in the last
century, has lost its bearings.

Its blueprint is
obsolete: a design for acute illness when it is chronic
illness that increasingly absorbs our resources and short-
ens our lives. Its inertia and entrenched interests paralyze
it just when it most needs to change and adapt. Its
finances are unsustainable. Like General Motors, it is a
place of strength and great accomplishment eaten from
within over the years by problems that were too quickly
blamed on others or explained away rather than fixed.

Here at the beginning of a new century, we can learn from
the experiences of others, we can combine it with our
own, we can get our bearings and build a truly second-
generation system that is uniquely American.

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n July 5, 1943, the greatest land battle in history began when Nazi and

Red Army forces clashed near the town of Kursk, on the western border

of the Soviet Union, a region that had acquired vital strategic importance
for Hitler’s war in the east. Code named “Operation Citadel,” the German offen-
sive would unite Nazi forces from the north and south, cutting through the bulge
in the eastern front that had been created following Germany’s retreat at the
battle of Stalingrad. Well-informed about Germany’s plans through their network
of spies, the Soviets spent months preparing. Two million men supported by
6,000 tanks, 35,000 guns, and 5,000 aircraft convened in Kursk in the days lead-
ing up to battle.

The explosive clash on the first day devolved into a quagmire of localized
fighting. Several days later the engagement reached its pinnacle at the small
southern village of Prokhorovka, where a fleet of state-of-the-art German Panzer
tanks collided with the Soviet Fifth Guards Tank Army Reserve in the biggest
tank battle in history. By the end nearly half of the 850 tanks involved had been
destroyed and tens of thousands of men had died. The death count for the
eighteen-day battle was staggering: over 360,000 men lost their lives, an average
0f 20,000 a day. Despite suffering seven times more casualties, the Soviets won a
decisive victory that became a turning point not only on the eastern front but in
the Second World War as a whole.

The Battle of the Tanks is storytelling and military history at its finest,
dropping the reader into the cockpits and tanks as the battle unfolds and into the
war rooms where Hitler, Stalin, and their generals maneuver for strategic domi-
nance.

THE BATTLE OF THE TANKS

When a tank was hit, the crew tried to evacuate immedi-
ately. What was feared most was being trapped inside a
tank when it burst into flames—a small fire could spread
very quickly. Captain Itlin Skripkin of XVIII Tank Corps
had trained the four-man crews in his T-34 tank battalion
not only how to evacuate in just eight seconds but, in the
likely event of casualties, how to get them out as well. It
was a drill that would save his life. Skripkin entered the
battle at the head of his battalion and, over the course

of the next three hours, managed to destroy four enemy
tanks including a Tiger. He had his fifth tank in the
sights—a Mark IV Tiger—and pulled the trigger. At that
very moment his tank was hit and a searing blast ripped
through its body, which immediately caught fire. Cher-
nov, the loader, was dead, his head blown clean from his
body, while Skripkin lay slumped over the gun sights,
blood pouring from a deep gash on his forehead. The
driver, Master Sergeant Nikolayev, and the wireless opera-
tor, Zyryanov, pulled their gravely wounded commander
out of the tank through the flames engulfing the turret.
After lowering Skripkin to the ground, Zyryanov dragged
the captain to the cover of a shell crater but Nikolayev,
having noticed an oncoming Tiger, jumped back into the
burning tank. The turret slowly turned, stopped, and fired
a shell at the Tiger. Seconds later the Tiger erupted, its
turret blown off in a massive explosion. Skripkin survived
the experience and went on to become a marshal of the
Soviet Union and President Kruschev’s right-hand man.

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hen it was reported that Michael Jackson had collapsed on June 25,
2009, millions of fans around the globe were shocked.

In the early summer of 2005, Michael Jackson was
preparing to take flight from Neverland and begin the
terrible business of growing old in public. A legion of
scammers and extortionists had laid waste to the Peter
Pan—inspired paradise where he’d created a fairy-tale
fantasy of eternal youth. After twenty-six months of siege,
the 2,700 acres of Neverland Valley Ranch were strewn
with the psychic rubble of countless betrayals, bad deci-
sions and broken dreams.

1/4 cup plus 2 tablespoons butter, divided
1 1/2-pound hogfish fillets
(or delicate white fish such as flounder)
Juice of 1 lemon
2 tablespoons chopped chives
6 garlic cloves, crushed
1/2 cup sliced shallots
2 cups diced tomatoes, about 1/4-inch
1/4 cup white wine
1 tablespoon mango puree
Salt and freshly ground black pepper to taste

Melt 1/4 cup butter in a large skillet over medium-high
heat. Add hogfish and sauté 4 minutes. Transfer to a plate,
drizzle with lemon juice, and add salt and pepper to taste.

Add remaining 2 tablespoons butter to same skillet. Add
garlic and shallots. Sauté 1 minute. Add white wine and
cook 1 minute. Add tomatoes and cook 2 minutes or until
liquid is absorbed. Stir in mango puree. Add salt and
pepper to taste. Divide hogfish among 4 plates and spoon
tomatoes over the top and on the side. Serves 4.

Sprinkle with chopped chives. Cover with foil to keep warm.

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he dense hills of Sinaloa, Mexico, are home to the most powerful drug lord

But when Carl dies just before their
engagement, life becomes largely meaningless for her, and she takes refuge in her
work as a nurse. At a party Helene meets an ambitious civil engineer who wants
to build motorways for the Reich and make Helene his wife. Their marriage
proves disastrous, but produces a son, and Helene soon finds the love demanded
by the little boy more than she can provide.
